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CHAPTER - |
INTRODUCTION

Coir Board was setup, by the Govt. of India under
an Act of Parliament viz., Coir Industry Act, 1953
(45 of 1953) for the development of coir industry
in India and for promotion of domestic as well as
export markets of coir and coir products. This is the
Sixty Third Annual Report of Coir Board highlighting
various activities and achievements during the
period from 01.04.2016 to 31.03.2017.

Functions of the Board

The functions of the Board, as laid down under
Section 10 of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 are given
below:

1. It shall be the duty of the Board to promote
by such measures, as it thinks fit, the
development, under the control of the Central
Government, of the Coir Industry.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub Section (1), the measures
referred to therein may relate to:

(a) Promoting exports of coir yarn and coir
products and carrying on propaganda for
that purpose;

(b) Regulating, under the supervision of the
Central Government, the production of
husks, coir yarn and coir products by
registering coir spindles and looms for
manufacturing coir products as also
manufacturers of coir products, licensing
exporters of coir, coiryarn and coir products
and taking such other appropriate steps
as may be prescribed;

(c) Undertaking, assisting or encouraging
scientific, technological and economic
research and maintaining and assisting in
the maintenance of one or more research
institutes;

3.

(d) Collecting statistics from manufacturers
of, and dealers in, coir products and from
such other persons as may be prescribed,
on any matter relating to coir industry, the
publication of statistics so collected or
portions thereof or extracts there from;

(e) Fixing grade standards and arranging,
when necessary, for inspection of fibre,
coir yarn and coir products;

(f) Improving the marketing of coconut husk,
coir fibre, coir yarn and coir products in
India and elsewhere and preventing unfair
competition.

(g) Setting up or assisting in the setting up of
factories for the producers of coir products
with the aid of power;

(h) Promoting  cooperative  organizations
among producers of husks, coir fibre
and coir yarn and manufacturers of coir
products;

(i) Ensuring  remunerative  returns  to
producers of husks, coir fibre and coir
yarn and manufacturers of coir products.

(j) Licensingofretting places and warehouses
and otherwise regulating the stocking
and sales of coir fibre, coir yarn and coir
products both for the internal market and
for exports;

(k) Advising on all matters relating to the
development of the coir industry;

() Such other matters as may be prescribed.

The Board shall perform its functions in
accordance with and subject to such rules as
may be made by the Central Government.
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Constitution of the Board

Section.(4) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 empowers
Central Govt. to constitute Coir Board. The Sub
Rule 4 of the Coir Industry Rules 1954 provides the
number of persons to be appointed as members
from each of the categories specified in sub section
() of Section 4 of the Act as follows:

(a) Growers of coconut and producers of husks
and coiryarn - 3

(b) Persons engaged in the production of husks,
coir and coir yarn and in the manufacture of
coir products - 3

(c) Manufacturers of coir products - 3

(d) Dealers in coir, coir yarn and coir products
including both exporters and internal traders
-3
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(e) Parliament - 2 members to be elected by the
Lok Sabha and one to be elected by the Rajya
Sabha -3

(f) The Govts. of principal coconut growing states
-5

(g) Such other persons or class of persons who
in the opinion of Central Govt. ought to be
represented on the Board - 19.

The Govt. of India vide Gazette Notification No.
SO 2677 (E) dated 30.09.2015 and S.0O. 3284 (E)
dated. 24.10.2016 reconstituted the Board with
19 members (from category (e), (f), (g) only) for
a period of 3 years w.e.f. 30-09-2015. The list of
members is annexed as Annexure-1.

COIR INDUSTRY-CURRENT STATUS

The development of coirindustry has allalong been
in areas where there is concentration of coconut
cultivation and availability of coconut husks.
Kerala being the home state of Coir Industry with
traditional skill for the production of quality export
oriented, value added Coir products. The industry
provides employment to large number of artisans.
Due to the expansion of Coconut cultivation to
other States viz., Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh,
Odisha, Maharashtra, West Bengal, Assam, and
Tripura, the Coir Industry took roots in these States
for generating employment for rural artisans. Tamil
Nadu has emerged as one of the most important
coir producing states of the country. As a part
of development of Coir Industry in North Eastern
regions, special efforts are being taken in the
Coconut growing states of Assam and Tripura.

During the year 2016-17, 166 new coir units were
registered and 41 units renewed their registration
through various offices of the Board.

Registration of coir units under MSME Data
Bank and Registration/ Re-registration of coir

As per the Gazette notification from Ministry
of MSME, the details of all coir units have to be
entered under the MSME Data Bank of Ministry of
MSME. Accordingly all field offices of the Board
were requested to register all the coir units under
them under the MSME Data Bank.

As it was found difficult to complete the work with
the limited strength of the sub offices, the work
has been entrusted with the agencies identified
for the purpose after following the prescribed
procedures.

1. Coir Trade Information Centre (CTIC)

The Coir Trade Information Centre set up at
Board’s Head Quarters at Kochi with the technical
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guidance of National Centre for Trade Information,
New Delhi continued to provide necessary trade
related information and statistics to the coir
exporters/ manufacturers, academicians etc.
During the year under report information seekers
from various parts of the country visited CTIC and
utilized these services.

2. Information Technology (IT)

As part of the Digital India programme, a flagship
venture of the Government of India aimed to
transform India into a digitally empowered
society and knowledge economy, E-Governance
initiatives were undertaken by Coir Board also.

The following activities were under taken under
IT infrastructure during the period under report

1) A mobile app named “My Coir”

A mobile app was developed to provide
information related to the schemes of Coir Board.
Through this app the beneficiaries would be
able to get the status of application submitted to
Coir Board for availing assistance under various
schemes. This mobile app was launched by Shri.
Venkaiah Naidu the then Hon’ble Union Minister
of Urban Development, Housing and Urban
Poverty Alleviation and Minister of Information
and Broadcasting in a function organized during
the Board’s India International Coir Fair held at
Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu in July 2016.

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2) Implementation and maintenance of National
Informatics Centre Network (NICNET)

NICNET the nationwide computer and
communication network of National Informatics
Centre, aimed to provide connectivity to Central
Government Ministries/Departments has been
connected to Coir Board with a 32 Mbps(16
mbps X 2) leased line. The Board’s NICNET is
established through BSNL and Railtel of Band
width 16 Mbps each on a separate optical fibre
leased line from Coir Board Head Quarters to NIC
Kakkanadu datacenter and then to NIC Network
(NICNET).

3) Internet Leased Line and its monitoring

The Board’'s Head Quarters continued to provide
facility for Information gathering and exchange
to more than 100 in-house users. The services
of M/s. Tata Communications which offer a high
performance, carrier grade, dedicated Optical
Fiber connection with M/s. Tata Tele Service’s
international Internet backbone network, has been
used for the purpose.

4) Video Conferencing system

The desktop version of video conferencing for
communicating with Ministry, Departments, etc
was utilized during the year under report.

5) Website monitoring and updations

Coir Board’s website is being maintained and
updated regularly. Web pages like News, Products,
Services, Schemes, Tenders, Trade Circulars,
Exhibitions, Gallery, Exporter’s Directory, Country
wise importers information, Buying agents, Export
statistics, Reports, Coir machinery manufacturers
details, Trained candidates details, online training
videos, etc. were regularly updated.

Live webcast of the fourth edition of the India
International Coir Fair (lICF) at Coimbatore
organized by the Board was undertaken.
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6) Procurements, Maintenance and up-keep of
Computers, laptops, tablet, scanners, etc.

The hardware and software require for the
Information Technology were maintained during
the year so as to provide trouble free services.
Additional infrastructure and software required
were procured and installed.

The upkeep and maintenance of the system was
continued during the year, for meeting with the
requirements, from time to time.

3. Training under Human Resources

Development

Under Human Resources Development, a total
number of 27 officials of Coir Board were deputed
for training to various Institutes like National
Productivity = Council, Kerala Management
Association, Kochi, Kerala State Productivity
Council, etc. Besides, in house training was
imparted to 76 personnel at Coir Board Head
Office and at Central Coir Research Institute,
Alleppey.

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CHAPTER - IV
ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND STATISTICS

The Economic Research and Statistics wing
continued to function as a supporting system to
the trade as well as other divisions of the Board.
Collection, compilation, analysis and dissemination
of statistical data pertaining to Coir Industry is one of
the major functions assigned to Coir Board under the
Coir Industry Act 1953. Statistical data on coconut
cultivation, coconut production and potential of raw
material,
utilization and exports are collected, compiled and
published for use of trade as well as the industry.
In order to strengthen the data base and to up-date
the data available with the Board, surveys on coir
industry, with active involvement of coir producing
States and Union Territories are organized from
time to time. The Economic Research Section also
collects the details of entrepreneurs engaged in coir

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10. India International Coir Fair 2016

Coir Board organized the fourth edition of India
International Coir Fair (IICF) during 15 - 18
July, 2016 coinciding with the AGRI-INTEX 2016
at CODISSIA Trade Fair Complex, Coimbatore.
The event was inaugurated by the Hon’ble
Union Minister for MSME, Shri. Kalraj Mishra on
15.07.2016.  Shri M.Venkaiah Naidu, Hon’ble
Union Minister of Urban Development, Housing
and Urban Poverty Alleviation & Information &
Broadcasting; Shri Giriraj Singh, Hon’ble Minister
of State for MSME, Govt. of India; Shri. Deepak
Vasant Kersarkar, Hon’ble Minister of State for
Finance & Rural Development, Government of
Maharashtra; Dr.T.M.Thomas Isaac, Hon’ble
Minister for Finance and Coir, Govt. of Kerala;
Shri. K K Jalan, IAS, Secretary to Govt. of India,
Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises; Dr.
Harsh Kumar Bhanwala, Chairman, NABARD:; Shri

Nadu Dist. Coir Manufacturers Association; Shri
V.Sundaram, President, CODISSIA, etc.

An exhibition was organized in 5000 Sg.mtr. air
conditioned area with 99 individual stalls inclusive
of two theme pavilions of the Board’s twin R&D
institutes. The potentials and possibilities of coir
industry were exhibited through the stalls. The
exhibitors were mainly from Tamil Nadu & Kerala
States besides, representations from other States
like Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, Guijarat,
Maharashtra and also from Govt. Agencies/PSUs.
The exhibition was attracted by over 5 lakh visitors
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during the four days. On the spot sales and spot
domestic orders worth Rs.147.87 lakh were
generated during the event.

Seminars with emphasis on coir as a technical
textile fibre for varied end uses, Coir geotextiles,
coir pith, coir wood and rubberised coir were held
all through the four days. Eminent speakers and
subject experts presented papers in five distinct
interactive sessions. 450 persons participated in
the seminar by remitting registration fee.

49 selected Overseas Buyers from 23 countries
participated in the Reverse Buyer Seller Meet.
They were facilitated with visits to the stalls and
coir production units besides deliberations with
the exporters. 200 Trade enquiries worth USD
5450 lakhs (Rs.35.00 crores approx.) were
generated through the event. Besides, buyer
seller meet for catering to the domestic market
was also organised in which 70 Buyers attended.
204 investors participated in the Investors’ Meet
and applications were also accepted for Coir
Board Franchisee.

As part of the event, 10 veterans of the
industry were presented with the “Coir Mitra”
Award and 100 selected senior coir workers were
honoured considering their contributions to the
Coir industry. With a view to spread the message
of coir and its versatile features to the public,
especially younger generation, novel ideas like
Coir Fashion Show, Competition for Students on
Business Plans in Coir sector, painting competition
for school children on subjects related to coir,
competition on coir made chess boards were
also organised. 400 students participated in the
Chess & Painting competitions. Eight teams of
college students participated in the Coir Fashion
Show and 7 teams of students from professional
courses competed in Business Plans in Coir.

The All India Road Show titled “Coir Kranthi
Express” was launched during the event which
covered 27 States of the country. The message
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“Save Nature — Use Coir” was propagated through
the road show vehicle. The Hon’ble Prime Minister
of India Shri. Narendra Modi visited Coir Kranthi
Express stationed in the National Award Ceremony
venue at Ludhiana and keenly observed the
products and technical aspects of coir product
ranges exhibited in the road show vehicle.

The India International Coir Fair 2016 was a
resounding success as per the feedback received
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from the trade as well as all the stakeholders of the
industry. The Central/State Ministers and other
VIPs visited the exhibition expressed their deep
satisfaction on the arrangements. All the leading
players of the industry and the entire cross
sections of Indian coir sector were present in the

[ICF 2016 which emerged to be a unique show of
its kind so far.

Export Performance of Coir and Coir Products from India during the period from April- 2016 to
March-2017

A total quantity of 9,57,045 MT of coir and coir
products valued at Rs.2,281.65 crores was
exported from the country during the year 2016-
17 as against an export of 7,52,020 MT valued
at Rs.1,901.42 crores during the previous year.
There was an overall increase of 27% in terms of
qguantity and 20% in terms of value over the export
achieved during the previous year. The export
target fixed for coir and coir products by the
Ministry of MSME, Government of India for the year
2016-17 was Rs.1700 crores. The achievement
during the year, which works out to 134% of the
target fixed by the Govt. of India, is an all time high
in the history of Indian coir industry.

Export Trend in General

During the period from April 2016 to March 2017,
while the exports of coir pith, coir fibre, tufted
mat, coir geo-textiles, coir other sorts coir yarn,
and rubberized coir registered growth, products
like handloom mats, handloom matting, coir rope,
coir rugs & carpet and powerloom mats have
shown decline. Even though curled coir showed
a positive growth in terms of quantity, a decline
in terms of value was witnessed. Coir pith with
export earnings of Rs.905.39 crores constituted
32% of the total export value of coir products from
the country. Similarly coir fibre with an export of
Rs.539.14 crores constituted to 29% of the value
of total exports. All other value added items
put together constitutes 39% of the total export
earnings of the country.

2. COMPOSITION OF EXPORT

Coir Pith constituted 51.3 % in terms of quantity
and 39.7% in terms of value of the total export of
coir and coir products during the period under
report. Coir fibre constituted 38.7% in quantity
and 23.6% in value. Tufted Mats constituted 5.4%

in quantity and 21.2% in terms of value and it is
one of the major items of coir product exported
from India.

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CHAPTER - VI
DOMESTIC MARKET PROMOTION

Promotion of the sale of coir products in India and
elsewhere is one of the thrust areas of activities
of Coir Board. The Domestic Market Promotion
includes efforts for enhanced sale of coir products
through Board’s Showrooms and sales outlets and
also popularizing coir and coir products by way of
publicity, organizing exhibitions in different parts
of the country, through audio and visual media,
sales campaign, press advertisement and through
brochures, pamphlets, hoardings etc.

Coir Board participated in 77 exhibitions, in
various parts of the country, during the year 2016-
17, expending an amount of Rs.2.00 crores,
including Rs.89.00 lakhs in North East region,
as a measure of popularization of coir and coir
products in the domestic market.The State wise
list of exhibitions participated by Coir Board is
attached as Annexure-V

The Board has 29 Showrooms and Sales Depots
which also serve as marketing outlets. The total
sales of coir and coir products through Coir
Board’s Showrooms and Sales Depots during the
period under report worked out to Rs.1,225.15
lakhs. A statement showing Showroom wise sales
target and achievement is annexed as Annexure-
VL.

Market Development Assistance

The Board is releasing Market Development
Assistance (MDA) to the State Governments, for
distributing among the coir units. The aim behind
the scheme is to help the coir units to promote their
sales. MDA is granted @ 10% of average sales
during the last 3 years. The MDA of 10% is equally
shared by the State Governments concerned and
by Coir Board, on behalf of Government of India.

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CHAPTER - VI

SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY

Coir Board is implementing various plan schemes
and programmes for the overall and sustainable
development of coir industry. The Plan-Science
& Technology Scheme of the Board is pursued
with a view to modernize this traditional industry
where age-old equipments and technologies
were being used. The modernization will bring
improvement in productivity, enhancement in
quality, diversification in products range and also
elimination of drudgery.

Innovative Research & Development on coir
are carried out under the Board through the two
research institutes; the Central Coir Research
Institute (CCRI), Kalavoor, Alleppey and Central
Institute of Coir Technology (CICT), Bangalore. The
CCRI, Alleppey was established in 1959 and the
CICT, Bangalore in 1980. Whereas CCRI, Kalavoor
concentrates on research concerning both the
white and brown fibre sectors, CICT, Bangalore
confines to the brown fibre sector. ldentification
of new user areas for utilization of coir and coir
waste (coir pith), modernization of production
infrastructure for elimination of drudgery in manual
operation thereby attaining higher productivity
and improvement in quality are integral parts of
the research efforts. Research investigations in
CCRI have led to development of several new
technologies for the coir industry.

Extension of the research results in the
laboratory level to the field level applications and
extension of testing facilities to ascertain the quality
parameters of coir fibre & coir products and service
facility are other thrust areas of activities undergone
by the two research institutes. Collaborative
research projects undertaken with universities,
research organizations, government institutes,
etc., have resulted in varied applications of cair,
development of new products, new machinery,

product diversification and development of
environment friendly technologies. The research
institutes of the Board provides technical
guidance to the entrepreneurs in setting up of coir
based industrial units, demonstration of various
technologies, transfer of technologies, extension of
incubation, testing and service facilities etc.

The R&D activities of the Board concentrate in the
following areas.

i. Modernization of Production Processes in
Coir Sector:-The research effort start from
extraction of fibre from husk to manufacturing
of value added products. It includes achieving
higher productivity, enhanced earnings,
reduced drudgery and encouraging eco
friendly processes.

ii. Development of Machinery & Equipments:-
Design and Development of innovative
and modern machinery to achieve higher
productivity, bringing in cost effectiveness
and improvement in quality.

iii. Product Development & Diversification:-
Product Diversification by blending coir with
other natural fibres.

iv. Development of Environment Friendly
Technology:-Development of appropriate
technologies for the promotion of eco friendly
production processes and to study the extent
of reduction of carbon emission due to usage
of coir products.

v. Technology transfer, Incubation, Testing &
Service facilities:- Establishment of technology
incubation centers for carrying out extension
work, technology transfer to entrepreneurs and
the trade, conducting field demonstrations,
technical testing services etc.
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During the year under report, grants in aid
amounting to Rs. 692.50 lakhs was released to the
Board by the Ministry of MSME for implementing
programmes under Plan-S&T scheme.

Highlights on the research activities of the
Board under the research programmes of the
scheme are detailed below:

I. Modernization of Production Process:
Research Studies

The In-house Projects pertaining to production
of PITHPLUS for composting of coir pith
for extension to entrepreneurs, extraction
of nanocellulose, bio oils and sodium
lignosulponate from coir pith were continued.
Routine chemical analysis and Phytosanitary
tests for coir pith samples received from
different industries/enterprises were also
carried out and reports issued.

Research and Development activities on coir
fiber for quality improvement by bio bleaching,
bio softening and biological treatment of
coir retting effluent were continued in the
laboratory. The collaborative and in-house
projects were implemented in CCRI during
the period under report are furnished below:

Research and Development activities
also carried out under the following
collaborative projects during the period.

1. “Studies on Coir pith as an adsorbent in
pollutant removal from waste water”.
College of Engineering, Trivandrum, Kerala

The study aims on utilization of the absorbent
properties of coir pith for removing pollutants
in coloured wastewater from industries. In
order to increase the adsorption capacity,
coir pith was microbially enhanced by
immobilizing Pseudomonas aeruginosa. The
effect of the operating parameters namely;
agitation time, pH, adsorbent dosage, initial

concentration and speed were investigated.
Result showed that coir pith immobilized
with Pseudomonas aeruginosa have good
potential for the removal and recovery of dyes
from aqueous solution. The work report and
utilization certificate had been submitted by

College of Engineering, Trivandrum.

“Development of Commercial bio-
formulation of Plant Growth Promoting
Rhyzobacteria (PGPR) using coir pith as
carrier” in collaboration with CSIR, North
East Institute of Science and Technology
(NEIST), Jorhat.

The aim of the study is to develop a bio-
formulation from bacterial strains having good
PGPR properties, using coir pith as substrate
and to examine their effect on plant growth
and productivity of some selected agricultural
crops, thereby developing a commercial
product.

“Development and demonstration of coir
fibre& coir pith products for rubber root
trainer Nurseries in the North East Region”
with Rubber Board

The aim of the study is to develop standardized
coir pith media for quality rubber planting
material production in North Eastern region.
Feasibility studies were carried out in the use
of rubberized coir needled felt cups against
the polypropylene cups for root trainer plant
production as an eco friendly alternative.

“Development of appropriate product by
studying the possible use of coir dust in oil
industry with reference to North-East India
for absorption of oil spill” in collaboration
with NEIST, Jorhat.

This project is to study the possible use of
coir pith in oil industry with reference to North-
East India, for absorption of oil spill in industry
and appropriate disposal of coir pith after
utilization.




IN-HOUSE PROJECTS

1. Potential application of biodegraded coir
pith (C-POM) for setting up of roof/home/
vertical garden

Vertical garden or a green wall is a wall partially
or completely covered with greenery that includes
a growing medium, such as soil or a substrate.
Most green walls also feature an integrated water
delivery system. Green walls are also known as
living walls. These give insulation to keep the
house/building warm. Green walls are often
constructed of modular panels that hold a growing

2. Standardization and Improvisation of
the technology of Fibre magic treatment of
machine extracted green husk and dry husk
fibre

Field level demonstrations were carried out in
different fiber extraction units in Kerala, Tamil Nadu

& Assam to popularize the technology of Biochem
treatment for quality improvement of coir fibre.
Study was taken up to develop a bioformulation
of Biochem solution with the addition of phenol
degrading microflora for bringing improvisation
in coir fibre in terms of brightness, colour and
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softness. A study for replacement of the chemical
softener Auxichem-K with natural plant extracts
has been initiated. Further studies needs to be
conducted to check the efficacy of various plant
extracts in softening coir fiber, which will make the
process more ecofriendly.

3. Establishment of Model demonstration
centers for showcasing the R&D achievements
of the Board at CCRI and CICT.

More sites are being identified
in Tamil Nadu and Karnataka for conduction of
demonstration work.

4. Study on coir pith/coir fibre Nanocellulose
for hygiene and absorbent products.

Sodium L|gnosulphonatefrom coir pith have
already been carried out at CCRI. Samples
of the extracted lignosulphonate have been
characterized using UV-Vis Spectroscopy, TGA
and FTIR analysis and tested and found suitable for
use in lead acid batteries. The current project aims
at the bulk production of sodium lignosulphonate,
using coir pith as a source. A cost effective method
for the extraction of lignosulphonate has to be
demonstrated to the industry by setting up of a pilot
scale extraction plant at CCRI. Application level
study of the synthesized Sodium Lignosulphonate
for antimicrobial and preservative properties has
to be followed.

Il. DEVELOPMENT OF MACHINERY AND
EQUIPMENTS:

Research & Development

1. Fabrication work of fully automatic
ANUGRAHA loom for the production of more
quantity of geo textile was completed and trial
runs are undertaken. The progress of the work
was witnessed by Shri. Giriraj Singh Hon’ble
Union Minister of MSME and Chairman, Coir
Board at CCRI and both of them expressed
great satisfaction on the development of the
power loom for Coir geo textiles. Further, the
performance of the loom is to be examined by
a team of exporters before its launching.

2. Fabrication of single strand double head
coreless automatic  spinning  machine
(KRISHNA) was completed and fine tuning
work is under progress. The prototype of the
machine was inaugurated by Shri. K.K. Jalan,
IAS, Secretary, MSME at CCRI.

3. Fabrication of modified version of NANO fibre
extraction machine was completed and fine
tuning work is under progress. The prototype
of the machine was inaugurated by Shri. Kalraj
Mishra, Hon’ble Union Minister of MSME, at
IICF 2016 at Coimbatore. Fabrication work

of preprocessing unit for slivering of coir fibre
before spinning into the uniform yarn is in the
final stage.

4. Modification work of VAJRA spinning machine
was continued.

5. Continued the running and monitoring of tool
room for the fabrication of improved version
of coir processing machinery at Engineering
Section of CCRI

6. Standardization of different drawings of
coir processing machinery developed by
Engineering Department, CCRI was done.

Technical Assistance was extended to the
following firms:

M. PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT AND

DIVERSIFICATION
Research &Development Activities

Diversified products like Coir jewellery, blended
coir products, pith basedproducts, gift articles
and garden articles etc. were developedand
exhibited in various exhibitions organized as
well as participated by Coir Board, in domestic
and specialized product & technology related
exhibitions to help MSMEs. Production of

diversified products namely Coir jewellery, coir/
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jute blended products and coir “Yoga Mats” are
gaining improved features that can apparently
capture the market.

Training to the students of the NCT&DC on weaving
mat, winding bobbin, cops etc. along with training
on spinning different types of coir and blended
yarn, weaving coir matting on Hand looms,
Semi-automatic Loom, Jacquard power loom for
different variety coir fabrics were imparted.

Coir “Compreg” boards produced at CICT,
Bengaluru which can be used for berths in railway
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The first Coir Wood House was erected by the
Board at Town Square, Alappuzha on an area of
340 sq ft. This was inaugurated by Dr. Thomas
Issac, Hon’ble Finance Minister, Govt. of Kerala
in the presence of Shri.C.P. Radhakrishnan,
Hon’'ble Chairman, Coir Board on 4" February
2017. Representatives from trade, export and coir
workers were present at the inauguration.

IV. DEVELOPMENT OF
FRIENDLY TECHNOLOGIES:

ENVIRONMENT

The Board continued organizing demonstrations
of already developed technologies in various
locations including NER as detailed below:

A. PILOT SCALE LABORATORY (PSL)-CCRI

The production of PITHPLUS, Biochem and
testing of coir pith / coir fibre in the Pilot Scale
Laboratory was continued at CCRI.Details on
the same during the period under reportare

During the year 2016-17 facilities were given
at CCRI to 6 students for their project work
realising an amount of Rs 69,000/-.

The production of PITHPLUS, Bio-chem and
testing of coir pith / coir fibre in the Pilot Scale
Laboratory are being continued at CCRI. As a
part of revamping of other PSLs established
at Board's ROs at Rajahmundry, Pollachi
and Bhubaneswar, the project hands from

RO Bhubaneswar and CICT Bangalore were
trained at CCRI for the production of PithPlus/
Testing of samples. The PithPlus production
has been started at PSL centers set-up at
Bhubaneswar and CICT, Bangalore.

B. COCOLAWN

Technology of the production of COCOLAWN
using coir geotextiles, coir fibre and C-POM
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was demonstrated in an area of 16 sqgft at CCRI
campus, which was aimed at developing a
cost effective weightless product.

C. Composting of coir pith using PITHPLUS

The technology of composting of coir pith
hillock was modified further to speed up
the process of composting using JCB for
the bulk production of C-POM. The coir pith
was removed from the hillock using JCB and
perforated PVC pipes were used for proper
aeration of the coir pith treated with PITHPLUS,
Urea and Cow dung and bulk demonstrations
of the same were successfully carried out at
Kuttiyadi, Kozhikode.

D. Biochem treatment

Biochem treatment for quality improvement of
coir fibre has been successfully conducted at
nine units in Haripad SFURTI Coir Cluster in
Kerala and in nine units in Tumkur Coir Cluster
and Kumta Coir Cluster in Karnataka State.
Demonstration on Biochem treatment for
quality improvement of PVC tufted mattings in
terms of softness was successfully conducted
at M/s. Travancore Mats and Mattings Co.,
Cherthala. Demonstration on Biochem
treatment for quality improvement of coir
fibre is being continued in several coconut
growing states as a part of popularization of
the technology.

Janatha Mattresses have been prepared
using Biochem softened coir fibers. The coir
fibers which were bio-bleached and softened
for the quality improvement by Biochem
treatment were used for the manufacture of
mattresses and pillows. The Mattresses were
exhibited to the visitors and guests to CCRI.

V. TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER, INCUBATION,
TESTING& SERVICE FACILITIES

Research &Development Activities
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1. Development of Lignin based glues for
process panel boards

Studies were conducted for extraction of lignin
by different methods ie. by use of NaOH and
NaHSO,. Different concentrations of both the
chemicals were used for extraction of black
liquor from coir pith. Lignin was separated
from the liquor by acidification using H,SO,
HCI & HNO.,.

2. Development of flame retardant rubberized
coir for cushioning applications in railways
as per Research Desighs and Standards
Organization (RDSO) standards

As an initial step, the specifications of silicon foam
material presently used in railways were collected
from RDSO. Four methods were proposed for
the improvement of flame retardancy of rubberized
coir.

a) Development of a suitable latex compound by
using flame retardant additives and suitable
compounding techniques.

b) Pretreatments to the coir fibre before

rubberizing

c) Application of suitable binder lattices with
flame retardant properties.

d) Surface treatment of the rubberised coir
cushioning with suitable flame retardant
finishes.

On formulations to arrive at cost effective simple
treatments to promote the manufacture of flame
resistant rubberised coir products, solutions
of different sample flame retardant chemicals
finish coating of different concentrations were
prepared and applied on the exposed surface
of the rubberized coir samples by spraying. It is
proposed to conduct the samples with promising
results at Central Institute of Plastics Engineering
& Technology (CIPET), Hyderabad as desired by
the Railways Research Designs and Standards
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Organization (RDSO), Lucknow. The following
flammability tests were conducted on the treated
rubberized coir by application of direct flame on
to the surface.

i. Determination of flame resistance by Tablet
test (IS 12722:1989)

ii. Flammability of interior materials (MVSS302)
— Federal Motor Vehicles Safety Standards /
ISO 3795

The purpose of this standard isto reduce the deaths
and injuries caused to motor vehicle occupants
by vehicle fire, especially those originating in
the interior of the vehicle from sources such as
matches, cigarettes, etc.

3. Binderless Boards

R&D trials were conducted on standardization
of binderless boards. Good quality binderless
boards were prepared from used coir matting
and coir pith at varying temperature and pressure
and optimized the conditions of temperature 150
°C and predssure of 200kgf/cm2. The time for
the production of boards is depending upon the
thickness of the board.

4. Injection molded chairs from Coir

Developed injection moulded chairs from Coir
and Poly Propylene. The Coir and Poly propylene
were co extruded with and without chemical
modification. The extrusion was conducted at
Centre for Bio Polymer Science & Technology
(CBPST), Cochin. The chairs were injection
moulded using the co-extruded pellets. The
moulded chairs reduce the plastic consumption
and cost by almost 25% and reduce the carbon
foot print.

The injection moulded Coir-PP chairs were
launched by ShriKalraj Mishra,Hon. Union Minister
for MSME on 15.07.16 during the inauguration of
[ICF-2016. The chairs were exhibited in the theme
pavilion of lICF-2016.

5. Chess Board and Coins from Coir

During the inauguration of India International Coir
Fair (IICF)-2016, the coir chess board and coins
from coir composites were launched by Shri Kalraj
Mishra,Union Minister for MSME. The chess board
and coins were exhibited in the theme pavilion of
[ICF-2016. The Moulds were fabricated in Fiber
glass from the master coins purchased from
market and the coins using coir and polyester
were produced in the so produced moulds. The
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Pantone Shade card

coins were moulded using coir fibre and pith in
natural colours and pigmented in black/white. The
coir chess board was made out of coir ply.

Developed a shade card on Pantone shades
in coir. Since Pantone shades are accepted
worldwide, in the recent past it is seen that there
is requirement of pantone shades in the coir
trade. The shades have now been developed in
coir using the acid and direct dyes as per existing
methods. The present shade card contains 96
random selected colours. The shade card can be
used as a ready reference for shade matching in
PANTONE shades. The shade card was launched
by Shri Kalraj Mishra, Union Minister for MSME,

8. Colours from nature.

Stenciled different patterns using natural dyes
on tufted mats. The shades were developed

Pantone shades in coir
on 15.07.16 during the inauguration of IICF-2016.
7. Coir reinforced Polyester roofing sheets

Developed coir reinforced roofing sheets in
association with KAG fibres, producers of Glass
fibre reinforced FRP roofing sheets. The corrugated
sheets were developed using coir needled felt
as reinforcement. It is observed that the coir

reinforced sheets requires more resin compared
to glass and air holes were also observed in the
product. Studies are ongoing for the development
of water resistant roofing sheets with no air
holes and reduced resin. The coir reinforcement
replaces the conventional glass reinforcement for
FRP sheets.

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Training & Technical guidance

Training on the testing of coir pith samples for
different parameters viz Nitrogen, Phosphorous,
Potassium (NPK), pH, EC etc and technologies
developed in the Department vizapplication of
COIRRET for quality improvement of green husk
fibre, composting of coir pith using PITHPLUS,
treatment of coconut husk retting effluent,
Cocolawn,setting up of vertical garden, the use of
coir pith in making grow bags etc. were imparted.

CCRI has given technical guidance to Foam
mattings, Alleppey, who reported the complaint
of the dust formation and reduced whiteness in
the bleaching of hand spun jute yarn and also to
M/s Vembanad rubbers, Pala, whose export order
supplied was returned due to lack of required
rubbing fastness.

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CHAPTER - VI
MARKETING AND PUBLICITY

One of the major activities of the Board is to
give ample publicity for the promotion of coir
and coir products in the domestic market and
popularisation of the schemes and services of
the Board through various publicity programmes.
The total expenditure incurred during the year
2016-2017 for this activity was Rs.151.24 lakhs.
The following are the major publicity programmes
implemented by the Board during the period
under report.

Television / Radio Publicity

The Board utilized the opportunities for telecasting
advertisments through Dooradarsan and other
major channels. Considering the wide reach
and rate competitiveness, the Board also carries
publicity through AIR and other FM Radios.

Web based publicity were also undertaken by the
Board.

Spot Publicity/Sales Campaign

Special publicity programmes are arranged
in connection with sales campaigns, while
participating in exhibitions etc. The Showroom
Managers and the heads of Sub Offices were
allowed to release advertisements in local
newspapers and television channels and to print
and distribute pamphlets, hand bills etc. during
the period. Banners were also displayed in the
Showroom/Office premises and vantage points in
the cities.

Press/Casual advertisements

Advertisements are released in leading national
dailies, magazines, important publications in
English and vernacular and official language. In
addition to this, the Board is undertaking event
based publicity during the occasion of festivals,
while participating in exhibitions etc. This

programme continued during the period under
report.

Printing of Publicity Materials/Hoarding/Coir
News/Photoshoot

Printing and distribution of Publicity literature is an
important programme of the Board. The publicity
brochures and pamphlets are printed in English,
Hindi and in all regional languages and distributed
to the general public for their information. Further,
the Board is publishing Coir News every month to
disseminate the information on the R&D activities/
achievements of the Board, statistics on exports
and other major interventions of the Board in the
development of the industry.

The activities were continued during the period
under report.

Publicity in North Eastern Region

In order to give more thrust for the development of
coir industry in the NER and to attract more people
to the industry, the Board resort to various types
of publicity activities through print and electronic
media and also for erection of hoardings/ boards
in vantage points. This programme continued.

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CHAPTER - IX
HINDUSTAN COIR

Introduction

The Indian Coir Industry has been traditionally a
cottage industry, confined to handloom sector. In
order to meet the challenge from the competing
countries in the world market, the Government of
India decided to introduce mechanization in the
Coir Industry in a phased manner. Accordingly,
it was decided to mechanize one third portion
of the production of coir mattings. As a part of
this decision, the Hindustan Coir was established
in the year 1969 with five imported power looms
and 58 workers. Subsequently one more loom
was installed and the number of loom was
increased to six. Two shift system was adopted
for the production. Subsequently the number
of employees was reduced to 38 but the two
shift system was continued. Since 2009-2010,
the single shift system was introduced with 26
employees and attaining the optimum production.
The staff strength has gradually been decreased
and number of employees at present is 14.

Hindustan Coir, a power loom matting
manufacturing unit, functioning under the Coir
Board has been engaged in the production of
quality power loom matting using the existing
infrastructure available at the unit especially
the looms which were imported 48 years back.
These looms are performing well due to the timely
overhauling and proper maintenance. Most of
the spare parts of the looms have been replaced
with Indian made spares. The Mechanical Staff
in the factory are capable to manage all types of
mechanical problems of the machineries.

The production in the unit is now confined to cater
to the orders only.

Production

Hindustan Coir produces coir matting in several

attractive patterns with various colour schemes.
At present only five looms are engaged for
production. During the year 2016-2017 the
factory could produce 0.23 lakhs Sqg.mtrs of
mattings, a monthly average of 1944 Sqg.Mtrs. A
total quantity of 0.23 lakhs Sqg. Mtrs. of matting
valued at Rs.78.63lakhs were produced during
the year under report as against a total quantity
of 0.52 lakhs Sqg. Mtrs. valued at Rs.176.00 lakhs
during the corresponding period of the previous
year.

Quality Control

The quality of coir matting is ensured by adopting
strict quality control measures. Head Jobman/
Supervisors are posted in the factory for inspection
and checking of the quality starting from
procurement level of coir yarn until the packing
and loading of matting. Each lot of dyestuff and
chemicals used for dyeing and bleaching of coir
yarn are tested to ensure its quality and strength
of the dyestuff. The power loom matting from
Hindustan Coir is gaining popularity in major cities
and towns in India because of its quality.

Marketing

During the period under report, total value of
Rs.77.15 lakhs of coir mattings were dispatched
to Coir Board Showroom & Sales Depots situated
all over India on consignment basis as against
Rs.293.32 lakhs during the corresponding period
of the previous year. The major portion of the
matting produced in Hindustan Coir were sold
through the Show Rooms of the Coir Board all over
India. Around 35 % of the sales were effected
at Hindustan Coir Sales out let as factory sales.
Coir Board’s Showrooms located at different
cities in India are the major outlets for the sales of
Hindustan Coir mattings. There is good demand

for the mattings produced at Hindustan Coir since
it stands for quality. Hindustan Coir mattings
constitutes around 25% of the total sales of the
Board’'s Showrooms. In order to boost the sales,
Hindustan Coir has set up the Sales Outlet in its
premises near the National Highway.

Hindustan Coir could make a total sales of
Rs.39.66 lakhs through the factory sales outlet
during the period 2016-2017. A Souvenir shop
is functioning alongwith the International Coir
Museum, Kalavoor under Hindustan Coir for
selling various coir products and coir handicraft
items. The total sales through Souvenir shop for
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the period from 01.04.2016 to 31.03.2017 was
Rs.6.77 lakhs. The total sales of the souvenir shop
for the corresponding period of the previous year
was Rs.5.31 lakhs.

Hindustan Coir matting worth Rs. 128.73 lakhs
were sold through Coir Bhavans of the Board
during the year 2016-2017 as against the sales of
Rs.411.13 lakhs during the corresponding period
of last year. In addition to the above, matting

worth Rs. 46.43 lakhs were sold directly from the
factory (including sales through Souvenir shop)
during the year 2016-2017 as against the sale of
Rs.65.73 lakhs during the corresponding period
of the previous year.
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CHAPTER — X
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

Coir Industry is a labour intensive and export
oriented industry employing more than seven lakh
workers. The decentralized operations in the coir
industry without adequate training of spinners and
weavers have been posing problems particularly
for ensuring the desired level of quality in the
ultimate products. Inferior quality may ultimately
turnout to be detrimental to the concerted efforts
towards overall development of the industry and
also its survival, particularly it being a traditional
product. Under the Skill Development Scheme
different kinds of activities viz. Training Value
Added Products manufacturing, Mahila Coir
Yojana, Subsidy for distribution of motorized
ratts/motorized traditional ratts and other coir
processing equipments which can be operated by
women under Mahila Coir Yojana, Entrepreneurship
Development Programme, Exposure Tour and
Seminar were undertaken by Coir Board through
Regional Offices/Field Training Centres.

A. SKILL UPGRADATION PROGRAMMES &
MAHILA COIR YOJANA

Training

Skilled manpower development through “Training”
is one of the major activities of the Board. The
Board is having the following training institutions to
impart training in coir processing and manufacture
of value added products.

1. National Coir Training & Design Centre,
Kalavoor, Alleppey, Kerala.

2. Regional Extension Centre, Thanjavur, Tamil
Nadu.

3. Field Training centers of Regional Offices
at Pollachi in Tamil Nadu, Bangalore in
Karnataka, Rajahmundry in Andhra Pradesh
and Bhubaneswar in Orissa, Sub Regional
Offices in Kolkata, Guwahati, Kannur, Port

Blair, Sindhudurg, Kavarathi, Hyderabad and
Singampuneri.

The Board continued to conduct training
programmes during the year 2016-17. Trainees
attending regular training courses are eligible for
a stipend @ Rs.1000/- per month. Hostel facilities
are available in the National Coir Training & Design
Centre, Kalavoor, Alleppey.

During the year 2016-17, the Board has imparted
training to 4719 Coir Artisans in spinning of Coir
Yarn & value added products manufacturing. The
state-wise details of training conducted are as
follows:

As per the guidelines issued by the Ministry the
stipend to trainee is paid at the rate of Rs.1000/-
per month. An amount of Rs.400/- per head per
month is being paid as institutional expenses to
sponsoring agency to meet the operational cost of
the training including raw material, power charges
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and other incidental expenses. An amount of Rs.
6,000/- per month is being reimbursed to the
trainers as honorarium.

Mahila Coir Yojana

The schemeisintendedto provide self employment
to rural women artisans in coir producing regions.
Over the last two decades, production of coir fibre
has substantially increased in India. Conversion
of coir fibre into yarn on motorized ratts in rural
households provides scope for employment,
improvement in productivity and quality of coir
fibre, better working conditions and higher —
income which ultimately leads to the improvement
of standard of living of rural woman artisans. The
scheme envisages distribution of motorized ratts /
motorized traditional ratts / other coir processing
equipments which can be operated by women by
extending 75% subsidy by the board subject to
the maximum of Rs.7,500.00.

During the year 2016-17, under Mabhila Coir
Yojana 137 nos. of Motorized ratts (MR)/Motorized
Traditional Ratts (MTR) distributed to the
beneficiaries in the state of Kerala and amount of
Rs. 2.66 lakhs has been released as subsidy by
the Board.

Entrepreneurship Development Programme

The EDPs are conducted for the benefit of
entrepreneurs in the coir sector. Thisis being done
through engaging Professional agency, which has
expertise in the field of coir activity. For fulfilling
this activity Board will enter into an agreement
with the agency for organizing the EDPs. The
agency shall invite prospective entrepreneurs
through regional level press advertisement. The
agency will outsource faculty for conducting
technical session as per the norms prescribed
by Coir Board. A field visit to a nearby coir
processing centre will be organized at the end of
the EDP funded with 50% assistance on traveling
expenses. The duration of the EDP will be 3 days
covering the following topics:

During the year 2016-17, 21 EDPs were conducted
for the benefit of coir industry.

Seminar and Workshop.

Coir Board conducted 4 National Seminar and
44 workshops in various states through Board’s
Regional / Sub Regional Offices during the year
2016-17 to disseminate the schemes implemented
by the Board to coir entrepreneurs. During the
Seminar/Workshop the outcome of the R&D
activities of the Board were disseminated to the
trade and industry. The problems faced by the
trade and industry were discussed and solutions
were recommended to the authorities concerned
for solving the issues.

Exposure Tour and Awareness Programmes

Exposure tours are organized for the benefit of
prospective entrepreneurs and artisans of coir
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processing centers to visit other coir producing
centers engaged in the production of value added
products and the functioning of the unit engaged
in the coir industry. During the year 2016-17, 18
exposuretours were conducted and 59 Awareness
Programme has also been organized for the
general public of the non — traditional coconut
producing states for creating awareness among
prospective entrepreneurs to set up coir based
units for optimum utilization of coconut husk
available in the country.

National Coir Training & Design centre

The National Coir Training & Design Centre was
established under the Board in 1965. Training
programmes for various cadres are being
conducted at this Institute. The regular training
courses being conducted at this Institute are as
follows:

B. DEVELOPMENT OF PRODUCTION
INFRASTRUCTURE

(FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE)

The principal thrust of the Plan programme
Development of Production Infrastructure is the
development of infrastructure for the sustainable
development of coir sector. The scheme envisages
provision of financial assistance for setting up new
coir units and modernization of existing units for
the sustainable growth of the coir sector. Due
to the extension of coconut cultivation to non-
traditional coconut producing states, coir industry
also expanded its activities to such states with the
assistance of the Coir Board for development of
infrastructure for setting of coir units.

The scheme is in operation since 7" Five Year Plan
and continuing implementation with increased
guantum of assistance.

The scheme is being implemented
through the Regional/Sub-Regional Offices of the
Coir Board in association with District Industries
Centers (DIC’s) of the respective State. The
scheme is monitored by Ministry of Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprise (MSME).

Disbursal of subsidy will be ensured by the Coir
Board within a period of three months from the
date of receipt of eligible applicant who meet the
requirements stipulated as per the operational
guidelines of the scheme. All new coir processing
units registered with Coir Board under Coir
Industry (Registration) Rules, 2008 and having
Udyog aadhar registration with project cost
exceeding Rs.10 lakhs or more than the ceiling
of Coir Udyami Yojana are eligible for assistance
under the scheme. Subsidy will be provided @
25% of the project cost subject to a maximum of
Rs.6 lakhs for setting up of Coir Fibre Extraction
Unit, Rs. 4 lakhs for Automatic Spinning Unit and
Rs. 5 lakhs for others, including Coir Pith Unit.
For a composite or a Multiple Unit, the maximum
monetary ceiling of assistance would be Rs. 9
lakhs. A unitwhich has availed financial assistance
would be eligible for financial assistance under
modernization only after successful running of
the unit for a minimum period of 3 years. The
assistance under modernization scheme will be
limited to the new work sheds that are to be put
up and new equipments for the unit.  An amount

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CHAPTER - XII

COIR UDYAMI YOJANA (CUY)

The Ministry of MSME, Government of India had
approved the continuation of the on-going Plan
Scheme of Rejuvenation, Modernization and
Technology Upgradation of the Coir Industry
(REMQOT) during the XlI Five Year Plan period with
after necessary modifications and renaming as Coir
Udyami Yojana at an outlay of Rs.80.00 crore.

Under the CUY, financial assistance is extended
to any coir units with project cost upto Rs.10.00
lakhs.

SCHEME OF FUND FOR REGENERATION OF
TRADITIONAL INDUSTRIES (SFURTI)

The Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of
Traditional Industries (SFURTI) was launched
by the Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises, Government of India with a view to
make the traditional industries more productive
and competitive and for facilitating their
sustainable development. During Xl plan period,
the Board took up implementation of SFURTI
programme in 25 coir clusters approved by the
Ministry of MSME in different coir producing
States/UTs. The post implementation evaluation
study of the Scheme revealed that the productivity
of the labour could be increased and drudgery
of the work could be reduced with the help of
new machineries installed in different clusters.
The quality of the products and their marketing
prospects were increased considerably due to the
interventions under the Scheme.

Continuance of SFURTI programme in 2
phase

The Ministry of MSME, during 2015-16, decided
to implement SFURTI programme in more coir
clusters under the second phase of the scheme
with enhanced project outlay, with a revamped
operational guidelines. As per the operational
guidelines of the Scheme approved by the
Ministry of MSME, there are three type of clusters
envisaged under the Scheme as below:

The Scheme Steering Committee (SSC) headed
by the Secretary to the Govt. of India, Ministry of

MSME , set up under the operational guidelines of
SFURTI, is the authority to consider the approvals
of coir clusters based on the Detailed Project
Reports (DPRs) prepared and presented by the
Technical Agency (TA) with the clearance of the
Project Screening Committee (PSC) headed by
Chairman, constituted at the Board's level.

Under the 2nd phase of implementation of
SFURTI, a total number of 20 clusters comprising
of 2 Heritage, 8 Major and 10 Mini clusters were
taken up for implementation by the Board. Out of
these 20 coir clusters, 9 nos. are located in Tamil
Nadu, 3 nos. each in Kerala & Karnataka, 2 nos.
each under Maharashtra & Andhra Pradesh & 1
in Gujarat.

The financial outlay of each of the approved 20
clusters and the category under which they were
approved, are furnished hereunder:

The Ministry so far released an amount of Rs.39.67
Cr to the Board under SFURTI Il phase. As on 31¢
March 2017, the Board made onward releases
of Rs.20.40 Cr. to these 20 clusters as 1%t and 2
instalments, for commencing the implementation
of the programme prescribed in the DPR such as
setting up Common facility Centres (CFC) and IA
office, procurement of machineries, conducting
marketing initiatives & awareness programmes
etc. Subsequent releases are being considered
on the basis of progressive utilization and
rendering of UCs and statements of accounts.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Coir Board, Cochin (The Board) as a
31 March 2017 and the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payment Accoun
for the year ended 31 March 2017 on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller &
Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Sectior
17(2) of the Coir Industry Act 1953. The audit has been entrusted for the period upto 31
March 2017. These financial statements include the accounts of 6 Regional Offices, 6 Sut
Regional Offices, 5 Sub Offices/Extension Centres, 30 Show Rooms/Sales Depots/Sut

- Depots and one Commercial Unit (Hindustan Coir). These ﬁnanéial statements are the
responsibility of the Board’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion or
these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General
of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity
with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit
observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules and
regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., i
any are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An
audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosure
in the financial statements An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used
and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis
for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(ii) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipt & Payment Account
dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry

of Finance, Government of India.
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(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

properly maintained by the Board as required under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller
& Auditor General’s (Duties Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with
section 17 (2) of the Coir Industry Act, 1953 in so far as it appears from our
examination of such books.

Pay commission Arrears of X 245.77 lakh payable to the employees on account of
implementation of 7% Central Pay Commission was accounted twice as current liability
resulting in over statement of other current liabilities as well as expenditure to the tune of
X245.77 lakh. Consequently, excess of income over expenditure was understated by

% 245.77 lakh.

2. Current Assets, Loans, Advances Etc - (Schedule 11)

Loans - Others - X 9768.64 lakh

a. Above includes X 165.49 lakh being the advance payments made to Central Public
Works Department for the works relating to Annual Maintenance Contracts of Central
Coir Research Institute and Central Institute of Coir Technology units from 2011-12
onwards. Instead of charging these payments as expenditure, these were shown as
advance payments which has resulted in overstatement of advances, understatement of
Other Administrative Expenditure by %165.49 lakh Consequently, excess of income
over expenditure is overstated by the same amount.

b. Above includes an advance of X 195.36 lakh given to Directorate of Advertising and
Visual Publicity (DAVP) during the period from November 2010 to December 2014
for advertisement in print and electronic media. However, as per siatus shown by
DAVP, the balance pending as advance as of March 2017 in respect of the Board was
% 43.64 lakh only. The same needs reconciliation.

c. Above includes % 17.86 crore of advance payment made from 15 December 2005 to 22
February 2011 for implementation of Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional

Industries (SFURTI) which was yet to be reconciled despite passage of 6 years to 11

years.

d. Above also includes other advance payments of % 12.21 crore pending reconciliation

for more than 10 years.

Above includes debtors amounting to % 64.52 lakh out of which X 14.94 lakh towards show
room and deport sales and others which is pending for recovery from 1978-79 to 2012-13
and against which confirmation from the concerned parties is not available. Considering
the period of pendency of the amount the Board should have provided for this Sundry
Debtors. Non provision of the same has resulted in overstatement of Sundry Debtors and
understatement of Provision for Bad and Doubtful Debts by % 14.94 lakh. Consequently,
excess of income over expenditure is overstated by X14.94 lakh.

B. Grants-in-Aid

The unspent balance of Grants-in-Aid as at the beginning of the year was % 16.61 crore.
The Board received a sum of % 91.85 crore during the year and out of it, the Board has
utilised X 81.15 crore leaving a balance of X 27.31 crore as unutilized grants as on

31.03.2017. The same was not disclosed in the notes to Accounts.

(v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
sheet and Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by

this report are in agreement with the books-of-accounts.

(vi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations
given to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and
Notes on Accounts and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters
mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in conformity with

accounting principles generally accepted in India:

(a) In so far as it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Coir Board as at
31 March 2017; and
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(b) In so far as it relates to Income & Expenditure Account of the surplus for the year
ended on that date.
